The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) has advised that Zoster and Varicella vaccines are both temporarily unavailable until new FY2013 funding is available (CDC reports this should be in the second half of October).  If you need to order Zoster and Varicella for adults, please wait to order these vaccines until notified by NJVFC.  If you do not see Zoster and Varicella on the New Order page, check back to place the order.  This temporary disruption is due to a problem with the CDC's system which tracks funding reserve and their need to obtain more detailed information from grantees. 
Please note:  This does not impact direct ship vaccines on the pediatric contract.
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
