RE-ENROLLMENT FOR ALL VFC PROVIDERS IS FROM JULY 1 - 26th.   

Go to:  http://www.njiis.nj.gov/njiis/html/vfc.html  (VFC – Vaccines for Children link on home page).   Select VFC Enrollment Forms for Children or Adults (current adult providers only). Complete all 4 forms and fax to: 609-826-4868; or e-mail to: vfc@doh.state.nj.us, do not mail the forms. The lead physician must sign the Provider Profile (IMM 25). Check your e-mail for the Re-enrollment letter which contains detailed information.  Sites which do not re-enroll during this time will be made inactive and cannot order vaccine.   

ALL EXPIRED/WASTED VACCINE must be accounted for and returned to the VFC program by calling Customer Service at 609-826-4862 to schedule UPS pick-up.  Wasted vaccine is no longer accepted at the VFC PO Box or office address.   The Vaccine Return Voucher (IMM 39 form) must be completed; faxed to 609-826-4867 and a copy enclosed in the box. Even a few doses of waste must be accounted for.  Return wasted vaccine frequently.  The VFC Program is reimbursed for excise tax on this vaccine.  Do not return broken vials, partially used multi-dose vials or syringes without protective caps, however, these items should be entered on the Vaccine Return Voucher.  

ProQuad (Merck) is now available for order from the NJ VFC Program.  ProQuad is a vaccine indicated for active immunization for the prevention of measles, mumps, rubella, and varicella in children 12 months through 12 years of age.   ProQuad must be stored FROZEN at 5' F or colder.  
All VFC Forms have been updated for 2010. The Eligibility/Vaccine Encounter Record (IMM 28) must be typed for vaccinations given in 2010.
