Updates to Interface Enrollment form and process as of January 29th, 2013

1) On the online interface enrollment form, the file format options for CSV and XML have been removed. HL7 is now the only acceptable file format for new interface enrollment users.

2) We have implemented automated email messages to improve the response time from the NJIIS support team back to users on their status for the interface enrollment process. Please be advised that due to the large volume of interface enrollment requests, it may take up to 6 months for providers to be moved to production.

3) As a reminder, all providers must submit their test files within 30 days of submitting their interface enrollment forms. If a test file is not sent within 30 days, a provider's request will be canceled/ closed.

4) A new "Getting Started: How to Establish an HL7 interface with NJIIS" quick guide is now available under the NJIIS Documents link from the left navigation bar of the  NJIIS home page. This document includes instructions on how to establish an interface, immunization policies/regulations, and important training information.

5) A new "HL7 2-way Messaging Project" link has been added to the left navigation bar of the NJIIS home page. This link directs users to a quick guide on 2-way messaging with NJIIS.
