On Time Every Time -- Keys to Prevention Immunization Initiative
The New Jersey Department of Health and Senior Services – Vaccine Preventable Disease Program has created the first-ever preventive screening and immunization schedule to assist providers. The schedule is part of the On Time Every Time – Keys to Prevention initiative whose goal is to improve the timeliness in administration of the vaccination schedule while maximizing all preventive healthcare screening opportunities. Implementation of this program supports timely vaccination and screenings.

This program presents a way to administer all the needed vaccinations at 2, 4, 6, and 12 months through a simplified schedule and the On Time Every Time Schedule helps to avoid missed opportunities by encouraging children to be vaccinated at the earliest possible age. Following this schedule, will help ensure that patients receive timely immunizations and preventive health screenings.
